(“the GNWT”)
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WHEREAS Canada, the GNWT and the Deh Cho First Nations have agreed to negotiate agreements

on land, resources and governance; and

WHEREAS Canada, the GNWT and the Deh Cho First Nations have recognized that appropriate

interim measures are necessary in the Deh Cho territory in order to advance negotiations.

Now therefore the parties agree as follows:

Definitions

1.

In this Agreement,

"Agreement” means this Agreement and "the date of this Agreement” meansthe date on which it
isSgned.

“Block land transfer” means an Order in Council trandferring to a territorid government the
adminigration of surface rights of ablock of land for community development.

"conaultation” means

(@ providing, to the party to be consulted:

() natice of the matter in sufficient form and detail to dlow the party to prepareits
views on the matter;

@i areasonable period for the party to prepare those views, and

(iii) an opportunity to present those views to the party having the power or duty to
conault; and

(b) conddering, fully and impartidly, the views so presented.

"Deh Cho Firgt Nation" means, for the purposes of this agreement only, Liidli Koe First Nation
(Fort Simpson), Deh Gah Got'ie First Nation (Fort Providence), Acho Dene Koe First Nation
(Fort Liard), Hatlodehechee First Nation (Hay River Reserve), Pehdzeh Ki First Nation
(Wrigley), West Point First Nation (Hay River), Tthek’'eddi First Nation (Jean Marie River),
Sambaa K’ eFirst Nation (Trout Lake), Ne8ahdee First Nation (Nahanni Butte), K’ agee TuFirst
Nation (Kakisa), Fort Smpson Metis Local 52, Fort Providence Metis Local 57, or Fort Liard
Metis Local 67.



"Deh Cho First Nations' conssts of, for the purposes of this agreement only, the Liidli KoeFirst
Nation (Fort Smpson), Deh Gah Got'ie First Nation (Fort Providence), Acho Dene Koe First
Nation (Fort Liard), Hatlodehechee First Nation (Hay River Reserve), Pehdzeh Ki First Nation
(Wrigley), West Point First Nation (Hay River), Tthek' eddi First Nation (Jean Marie River),
Sambaa K’ eFirst Nation (Trout Lake), Na8ahdee First Nation (Nahanni Butte), K’ agee TuFirst
Nation (Kakisa), Fort SSimpson Metis Loca 52, Fort Providence Metis Local 57 and Fort Liard
Metis Locdl 67.

“Deh Cho Find Agreement” means the land, resources and governance provisons, referred to
in the Deh Cho First Nations Framework Agreement and accepted by the parties, which may
be given effect through avariety of mechanismsincuding thefina agreement, legidation, contracts
and memoranda of understanding.

“Deh Cho Land and Water Pand” means the land and water panel established under 25.

"DehChoterritory" means, for the purposes of thisAgreement only, theareashownin Appendix |
of this Agreement.

“Forest Management Agreement” meansaforest management Agreement under Section 9 of the
Forest Management Act of the Northwest Territories.

"forest management authorizations' means dl permits and licences that are established under
section 2 of the Forest Management Regulations of the Northwest Territories.

"geophysica operation” means the measurement or investigation, by indirect methods, of the
subsurface of the earth for the purpose of locating oil or gas or of determining the nature of the
seabed and subsurface conditions at a proposed drilling Site or of aproposed pipdineroute, and
includesasaiamic survey, resdtivity survey, gravimetric survey, magnetic survey, dectrica survey
and geochemica survey and any work preparatory to that measurement or investigation, such as
field tests of energy sources, caibration of instruments and cable ballagting, but does not include
aveocity survey or averticad ssigmic survey that is not awakaway vertical seismic survey.

“Lands Advisory Committeg” means the committee which reviews, provides advice and makes
recommendations to the Regiond Manager, Land Adminigtration, Department of Indian Affairs
and Northern Development (DIAND), on agpplications for land tenure on land which isunder the
adminigtration and control of DIAND.”

“Locd Government” means any loca government established under the Cities, Towns, and
Villages Act, Hamlets Act, Charter Communities Act, or Settlements Act, of the Northwest
Territories, including a city, town, village, hamlet, charter community, or settlement, whether
incorporated or not, and the GNWT acting in place of alocad government.



“Magjor mining project” means aproject, in the Deh Cho territory, related to the development or
production of mineras, other than specified substances and oil and gas, that will employ an
average of 50 personsannudly for thefirgt five yearsin the Deh Cho territory and for which more
than $50 million (1998%) will be expended in capitd costs.

“Nationd Park” or “ nationd park reserve’” meanslands described in the schedulesto theCanada
National Parks Act, that lie within the Deh Cho territory.

“new lodge” means alodge under section 1 of the Tourism Establishment Regulations of the
Northwest Territories which does not exist as of the date of this Agreement.

“new outfitter” means alicenceewho isissued an outfitter licence under the Travel and Tourism
Act or the Wildlife Act, of the Northwest Territories after the effective date of this Agreement,
but does not include;

@ the renewal of alicence that wasin place before the effective date of this Agreement;
(b) the issuance of alicence pursuant to the purchase, transfer or gift of alicensed operation

that was in place before the effective date of this Agreement; or
(© any licenseissued in Unit R, defined inthe Wil dlife Management Units Regulations of

the Northwest Territories whether or not the license was issued before or after the
effective date of this Agreement.

“new outpost camp” means an outpost camp under section 1 of the Tourist Establishment
Regulations of the Northwest Territories which does not exist as of the date of this Agreement.

“Non-exclusve survey” means a geophysical operationthat is conducted to acquire datafor the
purpose of sde, in whole or in part, to the public.

“Parties’ means the Deh Cho First Nations, Canada and the GNWT.

Land Use Planning

2.

The Parties will develop aland use plan (the Plan) for the Deh Cho territory for lands outsde the
existing boundaries of alocal government and Nahanni Nationd Park Reserve.

The purpose of the Planisto promotethe socid, culturd and economic well being of resdentsand
communities in the Deh Cho territory, having regard to the interests of dl Canadians.

Taking into consderation the principles of respect for the land, as understood and explained by
the Deh Cho Elders, and sustainable development, the Plan shall provide for the conservation,
development and utilization of the land, waters and other resources in the Deh Cho territory.
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5. A Land Use Planning Committee will be established pursuant to the Guideines attached as
Appendix 2.

6. The Land Use Planning Committee will consult with the Deh Cho Land and Water Pand,
edtablished under 25, during the development of the Plan.

7. Based on the Guiddines attached a Appendix 2, the Parties will develop terms of reference to
guide the Planning Committee in the development of the Plan. The terms of reference will
address, amongst other matters:

@ identification of stake holders;

(b) work plans - roles and responsibilities of parties,

(© time-lines\budget;

(d) preparation of draft plan(s) and find plan;

(e gpprova and implementation; and

® identification of potentia lands for surface/subsurface withdrawals and subsurface only
withdrawals.

8. The Deh Cho Find Agreement will take into consideration the work of the Land Use Planning
Committee.

9. When the Plan has been completed it will be forwarded to the Deh Cho First Nations for
gpproval.

10. Following approva by the Deh Cho First Nations, the plan will be forwarded to the GNWT
Miniger of Resources, Wildlife and Economic Development for approva and the Minister of
Indian and Northern Affairs Canada (DIAND) for consideration.

11. Following consderation of the plan and after consultation with the Mackenzie Valey Land and
Water Board, the Minister of DIAND may, under section 109 of the Mackenzie Valley
Resource Management Act, providewritten policy directions, in relation to the Plan, binding on
the Board with respect to the exercise of its functions.

Land Withdrawal

12. Upon dgning this Agreement, Canada and the Deh Cho First Nations will negotiate for the

purpose of identifying lands to be withdrawn from disposd and minera staking under the
Territorial Lands Act and may use the following criteriafor this purpose:

@ lands harvested for food and medicinal purposes,
(b) culturdly and spiritualy sgnificant aress;

(©) lands which are ecologically sengtive; and

(d) watershed protection.

Canada will withdraw from disposal, by Order in Council, under theTerritorial Lands Act, the
lands identified in accordance with the process set out in 12.

Withthe agreement of Canadaand the Deh Cho First Nations, additional landsmay bewithdrawn
from disposal, and/or modifications made to the land withdrawals under 12, at another time,
induding following completion of the land use plan.

Landsidentified under 12 to 14 may be subject to surface\sub-surface withdrawal swhile others
may be subject to sub-surface withdrawals only.

Theidentification of lands for withdrawa shdl take into account land use information compiled
by the Deh Cho First Nations and the Planning Committee,

The identification of lands for withdrawa shdl take into account potentid overlap discussons
between the Deh Cho Firgt Nations and other Aborigina people in the Northwest Territories.

Canada and the Deh Cho Firgt Nations shall identify the land to be withdrawvn on Nationa
Topographic Series map sheets. When the identification of the land has been agreed upon,
Canada and the Deh Cho First Nations shall sign the maps to confirm that the land described is
the land to be withdrawn.

Land withdrawn from disposal under this Agreement shall be subject to the continuing exercise
of exiging rights, titles, interests, entitlements, licences, permits, authorizations, reservetions,
reservations by notation, benefits and privileges.

@ New permits may be issued on the withdrawn land under the Territorial Quarrying
Regulations only:

() for sources of materia which had been opened prior to the dates of the
withdrawd orders;

(i) for new sources of materid required for essentid community construction
purposes,

@ii)  withthe consent of the Deh Cho First Nations; or

(iv)  incaseswhere, inthe opinion of the Minister of DIAND, no aternative source
of supply is reasonably available in the surrounding area and after consultation
with the Deh Cho First Nations.

(b) No new leases may be issued on the withdrawn land under the Territorial Quarrying
Regulations.

Any new permitsor leasesissued under 20 shdl not thereafter be considered new permitsor new
leases for the purpose of 20.

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The withdrawa of land under this Agreement shdl not be interpreted as meaning that such land
isidentified for any specific purpose other than the purpose set out in the Order in Council by

which the lands are withdrawn.

The provisons of this Agreement shal not affect access to or across withdrawn land.

Canada will not revoke the Order in Council for the purpose of amending the schedules thereto
or for any other purpose without prior consultation with the Deh Cho First Nations.

Land and Water Regulation

A land and water pand of the Mackenzie Vdley Land and Water Board will be established to
meake decisions concerning applications for the use of land and watersin the Deh Cho territory.

The Deh Cho Firgt Nations are invited to nominate a member for gppointment to the Mackenzie
Vdley Land and Water Board. This person will be amember of the Deh Cho Land and Water
Panel-described in 25. The other members of the Deh Cho Land and Water Pand will be
selected by the Chairperson of the Mackenzie Valey Land and Water Board from amongst the
members of the Board, following consideration of the views heard and presented by the Deh Cho
First Nations regarding the operation and membership of the Deh Cho Land and Water Pandl.

@ No new land use permits will be issued under the Mackenzie Valley Resource
Management Act withinthe Deh Cho territory except after written noticeto the Deh Cho
First Nations of an application made to the Mackenzie Valley Land and Water Board for
apermit and after areasonable period of time for the Deh Cho First Nations to make
representations to the Board with respect to the application.

(b) No new water licences will be issued under the Mackenzie Valley Resource
Management Act withinthe Deh Cho territory except after written noticeto the Deh Cho
First Nations of an application made to the Mackenzie Valley Land and Water Board for
a licence and after a reasonable period of time for the Deh Cho First Nations to make
representation to the Board with respect to the application.

Sales and L eases of Surface L ands

Canada shdl not sdl Crown land in the Deh Cho territory without prior consultation with the
affected Deh Cho First Nation(s).

Canada shdl not lease or licensewith licenses of occupetion land in the Deh Cho territory without
prior consultation with the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s).

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The Deh Cho Firg Nations are invited to participate in the Lands Advisory Committee on
aoplications within the Deh Cho territory for the sdle, lease or licensing of land outsde the
boundaries of local governments or block land transfer aress.

Sdes and issuances of new leasesfor undevel oped Commissioner’ sland inthe Deh Cho territory
will be done in accordance with this Agreement and legidation.

The GNWT will not sell or issue new leases on undevel oped Commissioner’ sland inthe Deh Cho
territory, except within the Town of Hay River, without the support of the affected Deh Cho First
Nation(s).

32 does nat gpply to the renewd or assgnment of existing leases of Commissioner’s land.

Where the GNWT is consdering either sdling undevel oped Commissioner’ sland or issuing new
|eases on undevel oped Commissioner’ sland inthe Deh Choterritory, the GNWT will givewritten
notice to the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) setting out the application for either asdeor lease
as the case may be.

The affected Deh Cho Firgt Nation(s), within thirty days of notice in 34, will provide written
confirmation of their support or reasons for non support to the GNWT.

Town of Hay River

@ The GNWT will not sell or issue new leases on undeveloped Commissioner’s land
without the support of the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) except in areasidentified in
the current Hay River Genera Plan, or asubsequent General Plan, as approved under the
Planning Act of the Northwest Territories, asbeing required for expanson during aten
year period following the effective date of the Generd Plan.

(b) Inareasidentified in the Hay River General Plan for expangon for theten yearsfollowing
the effective date of the Generd Plan, the GNWT will not sdl or issue new leases on
undeveloped Commissioner’ sland without prior consultationswith the affected Deh Cho
Firgt Nation(s).

Further to 36(a), the Town of Hay River will work co-operatively with the Deh Cho First Nations
on the development of the subsequent Genera Plan(s) to identify areas required for town
expangon.

The partieswill explore options and identify processes for addressing overlap issuesin the Town
of Hay River.
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Mineral Development (Excluding Oil and Gas)

Canada will not issue any new prospecting permits under the Canada Mining Regulations (in
the Deh Cho territory without the support of the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s). The affected
Deh Cho First Nation(s) will provide written confirmation of their support, or reasons for non
support, to the Mining Recorder’ s Office by January 22 of any given year in order for the permits
to be issued by January 31 under the Canada Mining Regulations.

The Deh Cho First Nations will be notified on a monthly basis of dl minerd daims recorded in
the Deh Cho territory, under the Canada Mining Regulations, and be provided with updated
GlSdigitd files

QOil and Gas Activity

41.

Canada will not initiate any new issuance cycle for oil and gas exploration licenses under the
Canada Petroleum Resources Act in the Deh Cho territory without the support of the affected
Deh Cho Firgt Nation(s). The affected Deh Cho Firgt Nation(s) shdl review any proposa for
a new issuance cycle and provide written confirmation of their support, or reasons for non
support, to Canada in atimey manner. Wherethe affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) supports
rights issuances, consultations on the terms and conditions for such issuances will be carried out.

Oil and Gas Ben€fit Plans

42.

The Minigter of IAND shdl require a benefits plan for any work, activity or development that
requires the authorization or gpprova of the Nationa Energy Board under the Canada Oil and
Gas Operations Act in the Deh Cho territory.

a) the benefits plan submitted by the operator for the gpprova of the Minister of IAND shdl
be commensurate with the nature, scope, magnitude and duration of the proposed work,
activity or development. The benefits plan may contain provisons for consultation,
maximizationof opportunitiesfor employment, training, the supply of goods and services,
and compensation for damages relating to resource harvesting.

b) For minor, short duration geological and geophysicd activities, the operator’s written
commitment to work to the Benefits Statement of Principlesthat appearsin Cdlsfor Bids
for exploration rights shal be sufficient.

Geophysical Operations

43.

During negotiations under 12, Canada and the Deh Cho First Nations shdl identify any
surface/sub-surface withdrawn lands where the issuance of land use permits for geo-physica
operations, such as seilsmic programs, conducted as non-exclusive surveys related to oil and gas
exploration, may be restricted.
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I nterim Resour ce Development Agreement

44,

Upon the sgning of this Agreement, Canada and the Deh Cho First Nations will enter into
negotiations for the purpose of concluding an agreement regarding resource development. The
objective of the agreement will be to foster resource development in the Deh Cho territory and
to accrue benefits from Canada to the Deh Cho First Nationsin the interim of a Deh Cho Find
Agreement. Subjects for negotiations may include federa resource royalties, the geographic
scope of the agreement and its relation to the Deh Cho Final Agreement.

Mineral |mpact and Benefit Agreements

The parties agree to include a provison in the Deh Cho Find Agreement congstent with the
following statement:

Canada shdl ensure that the proponent of amgor mining project that requires any authorization
from Canada and that will impact on members of the Deh Cho First Nationsis required to enter
into negotiations with the Deh Cho First Nations for the purpose of concluding an agreement
relating to the project.

Canadawill consult with the Deh Cho First Nations on any new policy repecting minera impact
and benefit agreements. The provisons of this Agreement relaing to minera impact and benefit
agreements may be amended upon completion of any new policy respecting minera impact and
benefit agreements.

Forest M anagement

New forest management authorizationsin the Deh Cho territory will beissued in accordancewith
this Agreement and legidation.

No new forest management authorizations will be issued on land where the surface has been
withdrawn under 12to 14. The GNWT shal exclude any annud alowable cut volumesfrom any
aress that have been withdrawn that do not have any existing timber cutting operations.

As requested by the GNWT or a Deh Cho First Nation, the GNWT and the Deh Cho First
Nation(s) will make best effortsto identify generd areas where forest management authorizations
may beissued, and the terms and conditions that will be applied to them, with the exception of
scaing licences.

No new forest management authorizations will be issued in the Deh Cho territory without the
support of the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s). The affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) will
provide written confirmation of their support, or reasons for non support, to the GNWT, in the
time specified by the Forest Management Supervisor.

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Despite 50, the following forest management authorizations may be issued without the support of
the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s):

a) subsequent timber cutting licences on the condition thet therewill be no significant changes
of such subsequent timber cutting licences,

b) free timber cutting permits;

) forest management authorizations issued in reation to the incidental use of timber;

d) where an advisor gppointed to hear an gppea recommends that a forest management
authorization be issued;

e) research licences; and,

f) scaing licences.

The Deh Cho Firgt Nations and the GNWT will work co-operatively to increase the percentage
of timber processed in the Deh Cho territory and to reduce the amount of timber wasted through
incidental harvesting.

The GNWT will consult withthe affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) prior to theissuing of al new
timber cutting permitsor timber cutting licenceswith respect to the termsand conditionsgoverning
the export of timber out of the Northwest Territories and the incidenta use of timber.

The GNWT will not changetheannud dlowable cut for any forest management unit, zone, or area
where the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) does not support the change, except:

@ where anannua dlowable cut andyss demondratesthat harvesting is above sustainable
levesfor any forest management unit, zone, or area, the GNWT may decreasethe annual
alowable cut in consultation with the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s);

(b) the GNWT may increase an annud dlowable cut to recover timber after afire, flood, or
in relation to an insect or disease infestation in consultation with the affected Deh Cho
First Nation(s); or

(© in the case of an emergency where action is required in less than 30 days in order to
prevent adverseimpactsto the environment and threatsto public safety, the GNWT shall
provide written reasons and undertake expedited consultation with the affected Deh Cho
Firgt Nation(s).

The GNWT will not enter into negotiations for any Forest Management Agreement where the
affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) does not support the entering into negotiations.

The Executive Council of the GNWT will, within areasonable period of time, consder any |etter-
of-intent from a Deh Cho First Nation respecting entering into negotiations for a Forest
Management Agreement. The GNWT is committed to concluding Forest Management
Agreements with Deh Cho First Nations wherever possible.
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Environmental | mpact and Review Board

57.  The Deh Cho First Nations are invited to nominate a member for gppointment to the Mackenzie
Vdley Environmenta Impact Review Board.

NWT Protected Areas Strategy

58. A Deh Cho Firgt Nation(s) may propose protected areas for land withdrawal or permanent
protection using a sponsoring government agency according to the steps approved under the
NWT Protected Areas Strategy, in consultation with the Land Use Planning Committee,

Nahanni National Park Reserve

59.  Canada and the Deh Cho Firgt Nations will negotiate for the purpose of reaching an interim
management arrangement that takes into consderation models found in exigting arrangements
between Canada and Aborigina people respecting the management of national parks.

Tourism

60.  Outfitter and Tourism Establishment Licences in the Deh Cho territory will be issued in
accordance with this Agreement and legidation.

61. The GNWT will consult with the affected Deh Cho First Nation(s) on dl license gpplicationsfor
proposed new outfitters, new outpost camps, or new lodges.

62.  The GNWT will not issuelicences for proposed

a) new outfitters;
b) new outpost camps, or
) new lodges

on land where the surface has been withdrawn under 12 to 14.

63. On lands where the surface has not been withdrawn, outside local community boundaries, as
requested by aDeh Cho First Nation, the GNWT and the Deh Cho First Nation(s) will make best
efforts to identify generd areas where proposed new ouitfitter licenses, new outpost camps, or
new lodges will be prohibited due to potentid negative impact on the environment or
incompetibility with the traditiond use of the area.

Great Savel ake Fishery

64. TheDehChoFirst Nationsareinvited to nominate one member tothe Great SaveLake Advisory
Committee.
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Transboundary and Overlap | ssues

65. Canadaandthe Deh Cho First Nationswill explore optionsand identify processesfor addressing
transboundary issues in respect of the Deh Cho territory located outside of the Northwest
Territories.

66.  ThePartiesmay amend the map shownin Appendix 1inthe event that an agreement isconcluded
to resolve overlgp issues between the Deh Cho Firgt Nations and any neighboring First Nation
in the Northwest Territories.

Funding

67.  Subjectto Treasury Board approva, thefunding arrangement to assist the Deh Cho First Nations
participation in this Agreement is set out in Appendix I11.

68.  Subject to Treasury Board gpprova, the funding arrangement for the Land Use Planning
Committee is set out in Appendix 1.

General

69.  TheDeh Cho Firgt Nationswill notify Canadaand the GNWT of the meansby which the affected
Deh Cho First Nation(s) support will be demonsirated for the purposes of 32, 39, 41, and 50.
Inthe interim, a resolution from the Deh Cho First Nations will indicate support or non-support.

70.  This Agreement does not congtitute a binding contract between the Parties.

71.  ThisAgreement may be reviewed and amended by the Parties.

72. Nothing in this Agreement is to be interpreted as creating, recognizing or denying rights or
obligations, including funding obligations, on the part of any of the Parties.

73.  ThisAgreement is made without prgudice to any legd position taken by the Partiesin a legd
proceeding and nothing in the Agreement shall be consgtrued as an admission of fact or lighility.

74.  ThisAgreement shdl remaininforce until the date of the coming into force of settlement legidation

or until there has been a decision to terminate negotiations by any Party, whichever first occurs.
Where adecision to terminate has been made, 90 days notice will be provided and the Parties
shal conault prior to the termination date.

Appendix 1

Draft Guiddinesfor the Development of a Deh Cho Land Use Plan
INTRODUCTION

Regiond land use planning in the Deh Cho territory is intended to form part of an integrated land and
resource management regime and outline what types of activities should occur, generdly where they
should take place, and terms and conditions necessary to guide land use proposals and devel opment
projects over time. The Plan will involve finding a balance between development opportunities, socid
and ecologica congraints, which reflect community vaues and priorities while taking into congderation
the vaues of al Canadians. The Parties share the objective that upon gpprova of a Deh Cho Find
Agreement, the gpproved Plan will be aland management tool that provides legdly- binding direction
and guidance to regulatory agencies and decison-makers in the evaluation of development projects,
protected area proposdas, and other potentia land uses.

Land use planning in the Deh Cho territory will take place in four phases:

1 Phase | will address the administrative and operationd requirements of the land use planning
committee and begin following the Sgning of an Interim Measures Agreement.

3. Phase |11, plan preparation, will see the preparation of apreliminary draft land use plan(s).
The draft plan will be circulated to the Deh Cho First Nations, GNWT, Canada, stakeholders
and interested groups for feedback, input, and consideration.

4, Phase 1V, plan implementation will commence as soon as the plan is approved by Deh Cho
First Nations and the GNWT and considered by Canada.



Phase| - Planning Committee Establishment

Canada and the Deh Cho Firgt Nations will establish a Planning Committee compaosed of five
appointees to co-ordinate the production and analysis of maps and data. The Deh Cho First
Nations will appoint two appointees, Canada one appointee and the GNWT one appointee.
Upon recommendation of the Planning Committee, the parties will appoint afifth member as
chair of the Committee.

Aspart of theinitid set up of the planning committee bridge funding will be provided.

This phase will require the establishment of an office, hiring of a project manager, and
egstablishment of the planning committee. Following the initid set-up of the planning committee,
aformal terms of reference, including a detailed budget and workplan, will need to be
prepared. Theterms of reference will be approved by the Deh Cho First Nations, GNWT,
and Canada.

Deh Cho Firgt Nations, will produce aseries of maps identifying sengtive lands for traditiona
use and occupancy, including harvesting areas and culturd stes.

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The Planning Committee will co-ordinate an economic development assessment to determine
what entrepreneurid opportunities may exist currently and in the future. This exercise will build
upon the analyses of 8 through 11 and assist with the identification of land use and economic
opportunities, where practicad.  This assessment will be distributed to Deh Cho Firgt Nations,
GNWT, Canada, and interested stakeholders.

The Planning Committee will integrate the maps produced in Phase |1 in order to identify
development opportunities, socid and ecologica congtraints. This phase of the process may
include the identification, andys's, and consderation of: potentia land use projects, potentia
core representative areas within each ecoregion, and any other issues appropriate for
congderation in the land use plan.

The Planning Committee will aso identify potentid surface/sub-surface land withdrawals, and
sub-surface land withdrawals only.
